You may duplicate the referral form as needed.  The Federal Programs Instructional Aide/Tutor hours are limited.  Schedules may need to be juggled to accommodate students, but we’ll try our best.  Priority will be given to students who are failing, or most at risk of failing, core academic classes as outlined in the Federal Programs Plan of Service. 

Upon your recommendation, individual Federal Programs students may qualify to take home supplies and material purchased by Federal Programs that could assist them in passing their classes or assessments.  For example, flashcards, workbooks, journals, puzzles or games can be ordered for them to keep at home.

We were also recently awarded a Federal Native Education Grant that will provide funding for after school programs in academic and other areas.  Please notify me if you are interested in providing tutoring or other support services to students on an as needed basis.
