All interested applicants must submit the following documents with their completed application form:

1.  Official transcripts: most recent (must include grades through the first semester of the current academic year). Official transcripts can be mailed directly to Mrs. Riddle (address below) or submitted with the application packet. If they are mailed directly to Mrs. Riddle, they must be postmarked no later than April 6, 2012. Official transcripts of previous recipients must include all time periods from high school graduation through the first semester of the current academic year.

2.  Two current letters of recommendation: from people who have known the applicant for at least one year (only one can be from current or former employees of Bristol Bay Borough School District). Letters of recommendation must be current (dated within the last calendar year). Letters of recommendation may be emailed directly from the person writing the letter to Mrs. Riddle at amy.l.riddle@gmail.com. If the letters of recommendation are to be submitted with the application packet and not emailed, they must have an original signature. Letters of recommendation must be written by someone other than an immediate family member of the applicant. Important: Use careful judgment on using a non-immediate family member for your letters of recommendation.

3.  One page personal Essay: Written by you (please type) which should include the following information:

Lundgren Foundation Scholarship: General Information

Criteria for Selection of Scholarship Recipients

The following criteria shall be used by the directors in selecting the recipient(s) of the Lundgren Foundation scholarship(s):

The applicant must be a graduate of Bristol Bay High School, Naknek, Alaska.

The applicant must apply to The Lundgren Foundation for a scholarship while he/she is still enrolled as a student at Bristol Bay High School.

An applicant for a scholarship to a college or a university must have a grade point average of at least 3.00.

An applicant for a scholarship to a trade school must have a grade point average of at least 2.25.

A prior recipient of the Lundgren Foundation Scholarship who is regularly matriculating in his or her post high school educational pursuits may apply for another Lundgren Foundation Scholarship.

Criteria for Awarding Scholarships

It is not the intention of the Lundgren Foundation to award scholarships solely on the basis of need. On the other hand, the foundation does not award scholarships solely on the basis of achievement. The criteria for selection of a scholarship recipient should be a blend of need and achievement with the emphasis on achievement. In evaluating achievement, grade point is not the sole criteria. Many other factors are looked to, including the student’s activities both in school and in the community, the student’s SAT scores, letters of recommendation and reference as to the character of the student, the student’s plans as outlined in the scholarship application and any other factor that the considering Board deems relevant.
