Federal Program Plan of Service

BBBSD district and site administration will coordinate Title 1, Migrant Ed and Indian Ed, hereafter referred to as Federal Programs, with IDEA, teachers, and parents to provide services to assure that every child has the same opportunity to meet the state academic achievement standards.  Special population groups, such as Limited English Proficient, Homeless, Economically Disadvantaged, Migrant, Head Start and ethnic groups, will be closely monitored to assure no child is left behind.

Classroom teachers, the school principal, or parents may refer students at risk of failing for Federal Program assistance provided by Federal Program Instructional Aides/Tutors.  Assistance may be provided within the classroom, or in one-on-one, or small group settings.  Parents will be notified if there is a need for one-on-one tutoring not being conducted within the classroom.  Tutoring will be scheduled for a time the student is not otherwise receiving classroom instruction.  Methods of assistance may utilize a technology based instructional program.  The classroom teacher and/or tutor will keep the parents informed as to the progress being made via frequent phone calls, correspondence, mid-quarter, and progress reports.  The tutoring program may be set up to meet the individual needs of special population groups, such as Limited English Proficient, Homeless, Economically Disadvantaged, Migrant, Head Start and students of ethnic backgrounds.  Students failing, or at risk of failing, to meet the state’s academic achievement standards will be given first priority for Federal Program assistance.  Migrant students who have had school interrupted due to migrant activities and who have not passed any portion of the Standards Based Assessments or High School Graduation Qualifying Exam will have Priority for Service and must be served using Migrant funds before other migrant students.
Students referred for Federal Program assistance will be monitored on a weekly basis by the classroom teacher.  The classroom teacher will adjust the program as necessary to meet the needs of each student.  The classroom teacher will be responsible for assigning all lesson plans, and assuring these lessons are being carried out successfully.  The classroom teacher will be responsible for assigning all grades for these students.

Weekly ineligibility reports will be reviewed by teachers, tutors, and administration to flag students who may require assistance in specific subject areas due to frequent appearance on the list. 

Teachers and site administration will annually review the Standards Based Assessments, TerraNova, High School Graduating Qualifying Exam, and other local assessment results before the beginning of each year to flag students who may need additional assistance.  This data may also be used to assist staff with data-driven instructional decisions. 
Local assessment results which may serve as tools for teachers and site administration to identify students in need of assistance may include, but are not limited to:

· Scholastic Literacy Placement for elementary

· Scholastic Reading Index for grades 2-12

· STAR for reading, language arts for grades 2-12

· DIBELS for reading readiness for grades K-2

· Star Math for grades 2-12

· Saxon math assessments for elementary students
